WFD - 2000/60/EC

Ą the WFD aims at a good ecological

status (GES) of all water bodies and at

a good ecological potential (GEP) in

case of heavily modified water bodies

(HMWB).

To reach these targets there are two

general and simple obligations:

- any decrease of ecological quality is

strictly forbidden;

- any efforts have to be done to

increase ecological quality.

By nature, the construction of HP plants has some impacts

on the water body. Nevertheless, the final decrease in

ecological quality of the river depends on the different

mitigation measures that have been implemented during

the construction and operation of the plant.
